Philippians  2:1  KING JAMES  If [there be] therefore any consolation in Christ, if any comfort of love, if any fellowship of the Spirit, if any bowels and mercies,

 2:2  Fulfil ye my joy, that ye be likeminded, having the same

love, [being] of one accord, of one mind.

 2:3  [Let] nothing [be done] through strife or vainglory; but

in lowliness of mind let each esteem other better than themselves.

Trembling”  Strongs 5156: (1) a trembling or quaking with fear
(2) Used to describe the anxiety of one who distrusts his ability 
     completely to meet all requirements, but religiously does his utmost 
     to fulfil his duty.

“WORKETH ” The Greek word translated “worketh” in verse 13 is one that means “provides the ability and means, the energy.”
